He received his early education In the 
pUblic schools of Maryland and fol­
lowln&, a year at Purdue University, 
Larayette, Ind.. apl)lled for entrance 
t.o t.be United States Coast Guard 
Academy. New London. Conn. He was 
appointed a cadet on 19 M.ay 1904 and 
received a commission as an emslln on 
27 October 1906. In addition to his 
numerous asslgnmenWi a noot. Adml r'A1 
Waesche has served perlodll a.s COQ.~ t 
Guard Ordnance Omcer, Budlet 
Omcer. and Chief of the Finance Divi­
sion. Be was appointed a.s Comman­
dant. In 1936 by President R.oo5evell 
with the rank of rear admiral. He 
was reappointed as Commandant In 
1940 and 194't In Ma.rch 1942 he WB..ll 
ra ised 1.0 tbe rank of vice admira l and 
In April 1945 was promoted to the rank 
of full admiral.

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FIRE-FIGHTING ABOARD SHIP; ADVANCED TRAINING AND 

METHODS DEVELOPED UNDER WAR IMPETUS 1 

The war needs of our ftght lnR forces 
aftoat gave Impetus to research ahd 
the development of advanced meth­
ods of prevention and control of ftre 
on board ships. The Navy and the 
Coast Guard lead In these endeavors. 
Fire training schoois were set up on 
both the east and west coasts: mock­
ups of boLler and engine rooms were 
built. and tests Simulating actual con­
ditions anoat were carried out day 
after day; the fires being controlled 
and extinguished by personnel as­
signed to the training schools to fit 
them for the tasks which lay ahead. 
The theories of damage control . 
chemist!'}' of fire . types and applica­
tion of portable fire extlngulsbers. 
and \.1M! of CO. fORm. fog. and water 
as extinguishing agents were taught 
and the actual application of each 
was practiced. 

Fires on ships may be divided Into 
three general cat.eiorles: Fires oc­
curring In passenger and c rew accom­
modations: fires In machinerY spaces. 
and nus In cargo. In fighting a ship 
nre the stabiUty of the vessel Is the 
most Important factor aside from ac­
tURI extinguishment of the Ore. 
Stated simply. a ship Is a boK-Iike 
structure having buoyancy and trim 
which must be maintained within 
certain ItmJts If the ship is to stay 
anoat. Lack of appreciation of these 
limits has resulted dlsastrouslY In 
some ship ftreL . 

Pires occurring In passenger and 
crew accommodations on board ships 
was the subject of Investigation and 
experiment. beginning In 1935. From 
these expertmenLs a form of construc­
tion eUmlnating combustible materi­
als to such an extent !.hat combustion 
cannot be sustained was developed 
without Increasing materially the cost 
of the construction or the weight or 
the vessel. CCrta lo. elements of de­
sign and construction practices. es­
pecially In passenger quarters. were 
found to be faulty ; having the prac­
tlcal effect of forming nues tending 
to provide excellent methods of In­
creasing combustion and communl­
catinJf nre from compartment to com­
partment through the over-aU lengtb 
of the structure. These laults were 
pointed out and design requirement 
altered to provide ft re stops In an ef­
fort to Isolate a fire within a compart­
ment in which It Initially occurs. 

These provis ions apply pr imarily t.o 
passenger-carrying vc5se1s and do no~ 
have specific applicablll~y to cargo 
vessels. 

Substantial im'estigatlon ol meth­
odll of controlling and extinguishing 
fires In the machinery spaces of ships 
was delayed until 1943. An experi­
ence in New York Barbor when the 
cargo ship El Estero, with 3,000 tons 
of ammunition on board , caught tlre 
In 1t.5. boiler room was the impetUS 
which lead the Coast Ouard to expamt 
Its experiments and develop a realistic 
program of tests In the control of Ores 
occurlng in the engine room and boUer 
room spaces of ships. 

There appears to be a general lm­
pres.~lon ~hat firell in ships engine or 
boiler rooms are very Infrequent. 
Analyses of 737 fires reported on board 
ships for the year 1944 show 70 of 
these flres occurred In machinery 
spaces of the vessels: 135 In passenger 
and crew accommodations, and 84 In 
cargo holds. 21 experImental fire 
tests were conducted In the englne and 
boiler rooms of a Liberty type ship. 

Low pressure water fog, foam. and 
CO. were used as extinguish ing agents 
In these tests, Prom a s tudy of case 
his tories preceding the tests. It Is be­
Ueved the test fires were more severe 
than would be expected In the enline 
or boUer rooms of operating vessels 
under normal conditions. One of the 
objectives of these tests was to deter­
mine the possible effect upon extin­
guishment of machinerY space fi res 
by controllng aJr now through the me­
dium of ventilators and other open­
ings In the shlp's structure which per­
mit additional amounts of oXYlen In 
air reaching tbe tJ.re. It was deftnltely 
establ ished that the rate of burnIng 
withln the spaee decreased as air­
Intake openings were blanked off . 
TIlI3 was one of the most slrnlftcant 
nndings as It was noted In the fires 
that as the temperature Increased 
within the machinery space there was 
a cons iderable Increase In the volume 
of additional fresh air being drawn 
Into the space through the air-Intake 
openings. Fires were permitted to 
bum from 15 to 30 minutes with all 
ventilating apparatus remaining open, 

Starting from scratch It required 
approximately 15 minutes to close off 
openings USing tarpaulins as seals, 
Mechanicai type of c lOlllng means ap_ 

always left open: resulting In lhe 
maximum heat absorbing capacity of 
fog being fully uti lized. Water which 
remained In liquid form within the 
space was of such limIted volume that 
1\ would not have endangered the 
stabili ty of the ship. 

In applying mechanical foam twin 
10-gallon pressure proportloners were 
used. It was found that I Ih-lnch 
working lines were sufficient to supply 
eIther waterfog or mechanical foam. 
Ease of handling this size hose makes 
It particularLy suitable lor ship Ike 
fi ghting. 2 Y.t -lnch hose was used for 
supply lines serving lhe l Y.t - lnch 
working lines.. 

Methods found to be successful In 
ftghtlng tires in machinery spaces 
may be summed up as follows: 

( 1) Control the supply of ai r Into 
the oomparLment. 

(2 1 Ab:mdon the Idea that \'olumr 
of water from s t raight streams Is an 
emclent tlre-exUngulshlng alent for 
these ft reL 

( 3 ) In the control of ventilation. 
provide an escape vent from the top 
side of the compartment to the at­
mOllphere to prevent an explOlllon 
from hot gases and provide a ready 
escape ror those gases and steam gen­
erated during application of waterloR. 

( 4 ) Provide foghead equipment. 
foam proportloners, or foam genera· 
tors. foam no:r;zles. high velocity fot: 
nozzles. and portable oxyacetylene 
burning equipment. and tamillariu 
nre fighters with their use on board 
vessels. 

The Interest engendered by thl' 
machinery space experiments led to 
an extension of these experiments to 
the field of tires In cargoes on board 
ships, A joint operation was created 
par tic ipated In by the Transportation 
Corps. Army service Forces: Bureau 
of Ships. Navy Department: Resean:h 
Division . Unlled States Maritime 
Commission : War Shlppln, Adminls· 
t ratlon, and the Coast Guard as the 
operating agent. Industry had par· 
ticlpated to a limited extent In the 
machinery space experiment. For 
the ca rgo experiment this Interest 
was eKp Rnded to Include owners and 
operRtors of merchant vessels, vessel 
deslRners and builders. maritime un· 
derwrlters. the National Board of Flrt 
Underwriters, the National Fire Pro· 
tectlon AssoCiation.

Walerfog and 
mechanical foam were found to be 
effective extinguishing agents. That 
portion of the waler In the log which 
was converted Into steam escaped by 
way of the funnel casing which was 

tional AssOCiation of Fire Chiefs. and 
the manufacturers of safety appll· 
ances and Ore extinguishing equip­
ment. Representatives of these seg­
men u of Industry served on the com· 
mlttee In an advisory capacity. 
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The tesLs were still underway on 
board a ship at an anchorage In San 
Francisco Bay. The ship Is a con­
verted Uberty having crew spaces In 
the 'tween deck with lower holds 
Intact. Otherwise the vessel con­
forms In all re5pccU to a normal sea­
going ship. 

A combination CO. smoke detecting 
and sLeam smothering system III fttted 
In the cargo holds In accordance with 
existing regulations applicable to 
merchant vessels. An approved type 
of smoke detector and automatic 
alarm is Installed In the bridge house. 
A bank of CO. cylinders Is Installed 
In the 'tween deck compartmen t above 
No. 5 hold. A Coast Guard fireboat 
having a 5-ton low p ressure CO. tank 
and distributing , ysLem is being used 
In these tests. 

The principal obJeetives of this 
cargo nre experiment are : 

(a ) T o obtain InformatJon on the 
characterilitics of I1I'e5 In holds Involv­
Jng typical cargos, with respect to : 
speed o[ development of the nre. tem­
peraturCli both Ins ide the hold and on 
boundary bu lkheads and deck; nature 
of gases evolved : Intake of air and 
emux of gase.s: and probable rapidi ty 
of spread of nre to adjacent holds. 

( b) To establiSh bes t methods of 
controlUng and holding s uch nre In 
check. which would Involve uperi­
mentation with : Methods o f seallnp: 
off the hold, Introduction of carbon 
dioXide and Introduction of steam, 

(c) To determine most effective 
methods of dnal extinguishment; 
working cargo under adverse condi­
tions; probably Involving a combina­
t ion of steps Indicates:! In paragraph 
!b } , together with : Application of fog 
a nd water streams: development. of 
methods of ventilating the hold to 
remove smoke and hot gase,: use of 
rCliplratory protection: pos.slble effec­
tiveness of waier tension reducers In 
producing better water penetration 
Into baled nbers. and determination 
of best means of entry Into the hold. 

( d) To develop data which would 
lead to effectiveness and economical 
nxed methods of nre control, lnforma­
tlon such as: Proper Quantity, raLe of 
discharge, and polnU of application of 
carbon dioxide ; establishing or db ­
proving the value of steam as smoth­
ering agent : development of Improved 
closurCli for ventilators and hatch 
openings. 

The prinCipal cargo used up to the 
present Is standard density type bales 
of low grade cotton. The tint three 
tesu were In the nature or pilot tests. 
The hold was loaded with 130 bales 
of cotton, representlna about 10 per­
cent of the bale capaclty o f the hold. 
The tim lire .....as permUted to burn 
after Ignition with no sLeI)!! Laken 
with reference to extlnaulshment. 
Seventeen minutes arLer Ignition the 

smoke Indicator cabinet fun ctioned. 
Thlrty-nve minutes after Ignition the 
temperature In the bales was 8'72" P . 
AYeraae ambient temperature In the 
hold was 333 0 P . 

Porty-nye minutes a fter Ignition 
steps were taken to seal off the ven­
tilators. At thls time the tempera­
ture In the bales reglstered 1,067" F . 
The bulkhead between the No. 5 hold 
where the nre was and the No. 4 hold 
showed a maximum oC 105" P . on the 
No. 4 side of the bulkhead. Twenty 
minutes afler the ventilators were 
sealed. temperature reading showed 
470" F.ln the bales: ambient tempera­
tures In the hold 108" P . Three hours 
later . and stlll without the introduc ­
tion or a ny extlnguishlna agent, the 
temperature In the bales showed 135" 
F : ambient temperature within the 
hold 68" P ., and the maximum tem­
perature In the division bulkhead be· 
tween No. 4 a nd No. 5 holds 60· F . 
Oas observations In the hold (ollowlng 
this period of burnout showed CO.-12 
percent. Or-7 percent, 00-2 to 3 per­
cent. 

This burn-out In a sealed hold is 
belieyed to be signiflcant. especially 
In view of the results obtained In the 
mo.chlnery space Ilre by control of 
ventilation. No. 2 and No. 3 pilot 
tes Ls did not materially vary these 
resUlts. In test No. 2, CO. was Intro­
duced at the bottom o f the hold. I n 
both tests extinguishment was com­
plete. No reignitlon occurred. 

The next two tests were conducted 
With holds practically fully stowed 
with COtton. In the ftrst of these tests 
extinguishment was to be by co.. 
SOurce of supply: cylinder bank at 
blgb pressure and topside Introduc­
tion In aCCQrdance with exlstlng re­
quirements o f vessel regulations. In 
the second test extingUishment was to 
be by CO.. Source of supply : tank 
storage at low pressure and Introduc­
tion at the bottom of the hold . 

I t was decided to permit a free 
burning period foUowlng Igni tion to 
secure a flre of maximum proportions 
before sea ling off the hold. One hour 
and thl rty·two minutes after Ignition 
smoke detecting cabinet showed 
smoke a nd the audible smoke alarm 
sounded. Maximum temperature at 
cargo 780 " F. Maximum a mbient 
temperature in hold 1.105" P . One 
hour and forty-Ilve minutes after ig­
nition. seallng of ventilators com­
menced. Nine hours af te r ignition 
Introduction o r co. began. Maximum 
temperature at cargo 100" F .. maxi­
mum temperature In hold lOS" F . 
During the next 26 hours 45 cylinders 
of gas were Introduced Into the hold. 
Thls represen ts maxlmum regulatorY 
requirement.5 o f co. fo r tbat sI.u hold. 

Soak1ng was carried on for 60 hours. 
The ventilator .seals were broken 117 
hours after Ignition. The tempera­

ture before breaking seals showed 
cargo 65" F .. ambient temperatu re In 
hold approx lmaLely 65" F . One and 
three·fourths hours a1ter breaking 
sea1s smoke was observed at the star­
board cowl. One-half hour later 
smoke alarm sounded and sizable 
flames were observed In the hold. 
Vents were resealed. This ended the 
InlUal phase of this test. 

An experimental phase. based on 
controlling oxygen content within the 
hold and continuous soaking of cargo 
by CO., WIlS undertaken. 

The principal points In t he seeond 
phase o f t his test were : 

(a) It was estimated that during 
p rior ventilation the hold was purged 
of CO. at least half way down Into 
the carlO and that approximately at 
24 percent concentration existed In 
the lower portion of the hold . 

( b ) The oxygen content of the hold 
ranged from 8.5 percent at the bottom 
to 12 percent at the top. 

(c ) Eighty cylinders. 4.000 pounds 
of CO. were Introduced over a period 
of 30 hours. 

Id ) After the Introduction or 55 cyl· 
Inders the oxygen content was reduced 
to 5 percent : after 75 cylinders 4.5 
percent : afler 80 cyUnders 4.2 percent. 
Subsequently the oxygen content did 
not rise above 4.6 percent. 

fe ) Forty-two additional hours of 
soaklnl followed the Introduction of 
the 80 cylinders of co.. 

(/1 At t he end of this period the 
ventilator seals were broken and 4 
hours laLer dennlte evidence of re­
ignition was observed. 

The ventilator seals were replaced 
and the third phase results were : 

(a ) At the time o f reseaUng, the 
CO. content was approl[(maLely 8.5 
percent at the top or hold, and 53.5 
percent at the bottom. 

fb ) Oxygen conLent was about 17 
percent at the top of the carlO and 
5 percent at the bottom. 

(e) Two h undred and thirty-eight 
cylinders . 11 .900 pound.s of gas, were 
Introduced at Intervals over a period 
of 22 hours, with 367 additional hours 
of soak ing: the equivalent or 16 days. 

(d ) At the expiration of the soak ­
Ing period hatches were opened, venti­
lators remained sealed , a nd stevedores 
with hose masks and air line respira­
tors commenced working the cargo 
whlch was under a blanket of co'. 
On the third day of the operation a 
hot s pot was observed. 

(e ) Thirty cylinders of gas were 
Introduced over remaining cargo In 
a period o r 8 hours. When the hot 
SpoL was uncovered, low velocity fog 
with wetting agent added was applied. 
Clean up of the hot s POt. about 20 
cubic feet In volume, uncovered an 
a lmost completely consumed gin baJe 
as the source of the heat. No further 
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evidence of heaL. glow or Ore en­
countered. 

(f) Slx hundred and seventy-Ave 
bales out of a total of about 1..300 bales 
were removed [rom the hold. Balance 
of bales untouched by Dre remained 
In hold for following t est. 

In phases one and two. during the 
application of high pressure CO. by 
standard tOp5lde Introduction . marked 
billowing of hatch tarpaulins was ob­
served. indicating escape of normal 
gases present In the hold: gases of 
combustion aod some percentage of 
CO.. SubseQuent tests using low pres­
sure CO. and Introducing It at the 
bottom of the hold appeared to con ­
serve more of the CO•. 

A gas sample extracted from about 
the middle of a bale showed 22 per­
cent co.. 14.8 percent oxygen. This 
bale was In the top Wer In the hold 
and had been subject to varying con­
centrations of CO, from 1 to 60 per­
cenL over a period of 25 days. 

Por the second full hold test, some 
slightly damaged bales from prior 
tests were cleaned and restowed in 
the hold. A free burning period 101­
lowed Ignition. Two hours and 20 
minutes after IgnltJon the smoke de­
teetlng cabinet Indicated smoke and 
the audible smoke alarm sounded. 
MaxImum temperature at cargo 1105· 
P . Maximum ambient temperature 
In hold 310· P . Two and a half hours 
after Ignition the ventilators were 
sealed. Pour hours later ventilator 
seals were reopened and free burning 
occurred lor 30 minutes when vents 
were resealed. At this time tempera­
ture readlnu showed: maximum 
temperature at cargo 1,700· P. Maxi· 
mum temperature In hold 410· F. At 
the end of two hours a burnout In the 
sealed hold temperatures showed : 
maxImum temperature at cargo 230· 
P. Maximum temperature In hold 
125· P. In 30 mlnut.es 7.500 pounds of 
co. at low pressure. 300 pounds per 
square Inch. were Introduced at four 
oriftl::es. two starboard. two port; 
alongside the shell of the vessel Just 
above the level of the tank top. 

The orlnces were spaced about 
equal distance In the length of the 
hold. This amount ot gas Is slightly 
In excess of three times present reg­
ulatory reqUlrement.s tor this size of 
hold. There was some billowing of 
weather deck hatch tarpaulin. Soak­
Ing was carried on for 37 hours. The 
ventilator seals were broken 47 hours 
after Ignition. The temperature 
readings belore hreak1ng seals were 
normal within the hold. Port cowl 
trimmed Into wind. air mover placed 
In starboard venUlator and operated 
for 1 hours. Operation suspended 
and hold ot cargo allowed to "set" for 
3 M1 days. at which time ventilator 
seals were replaced. Twenty-four 
hours later working ot cargo for dis ­

charge commenced. No relgnl tlon 
occurred. EXtingulshment W8ll com­
plete. 

The principal point.! of the second 
fu ll hold test were: 

(0) A higher temperature attained 
in the cargo during free burning 
period. 

( b ) Marked buckling of 'tween­
deck plal.es occurred over Lhe J'l.re area. 

(c) The reduction of the tempera­
ture In the burning cotton and In the 
hold during burn-out period with the 
compartmen t sealed. and before In­
t roduction of co.. 

(et) A gas sample t aken from the 
Interior ot a bale located In third tier 
from bottom of hold about center line 
and adjacent to art bulkhead of hold 
showed concentration of 10 percent 
Co, and 9 percent 0,. Thb bale had 
been subject only lo co. evolved dur· 
Ing burn·out. a period of about 6 M1 
hours. 

(e) The length of time (30 min­
ut.es l required to Introduce 7.500 
pounds of Co, Into the hold. 

(II A sample taken from a bale. 
3Yl hOUr5 alter co. was Introduced 
showed 68.8 percent CO•• 2.6 percent 
0 •. and 1.0 percent CO. Maximum 
concentration of CO. to which this 
bale was subJecled 74 percent. 

( 11 ) The severe conditions of test 
for relgnltlon wherein the hold was 
vented through ventilators using an 
air mover to exhaust co. and other 
gases In the hold replacing them with 
air through Intake ventilator and 
then allowing the hold to "set" tor 
3Yl days wlt ll vents open. 

( h) The complete extinguishment 
of the tire. 

No. 6 experiment was a test of st.ea.m 
smothering type extinguishment. 
Steam was conveyed Into the hold 
through a regular steam smothering 
systfln ntted In the ship In accord­
ance with regulations. The No. 5 
hold W8ll partially loaded with 130 
hales of cotton. The total bale capac­
Ity of thiS hold Is 51.571 cubic feet. 
Free burning was permitted after 
Ignition and at the time the ventila­
tors were sealed a fl ash fire had oc­
curred registering a temperature go­
Ing off the scale at 2.400· F. Twenty 
minutes after ventilators were sealed 
temperature at point of Ignition was 
730· P. 

Steam pressure at boilers was 220 
pounds ; at the manltold after reduc­
tion 81 ~ pounds. Estimated pressure 
at outlet In hold 85 pounds. Tem ­
perature of pipe leading to hold 
280" P . 

Steam was applied three times dur­
Ing the test . The first steaming pe­
riod was 1 hour; the second was 2 
hours; the third was for <I.-hours dura­
tion. During the fl.rst steaming a 
maximum pressure of 2 \o!z -lnch (wa­
terl was observed. The second 

steaming I-]nch pressure (water); the 
third steaming 4-lnch pressure (wa­
ter) was observed. When the steam 
was turned ott pressure changed 
rather rapidly to vacuum. After the 
fl.rst steaming the monometer went 
from positive pressure to vacuum and 
off a 12-lnch scale. Following the 
second steaming the vacuum exceeded 
12-lnch twater) on Lhe sca le. Fol­
]owlng the thi rd steaming the pres · 
sure changed to 8-lnch (water ) vac· 
uum In 1 minute. to 19· \nch (water) 
vacuum In 6 minutes. to a maximum 
of 21 \.2 -lnch (water) vacuum within 
10 minutes. 

PoUowlng the nrst steaming the 
hold was a llowed to "set" for 5 hours 
with defl.nlte temperature Indlcation.s 
of lhe contlnuance of nre In Lhe cotton. 
Thlr ty-flve hours after the second 
steaming vent seals were removed and 
1 hour afterwards audible smoke 
ala rm sounded Indicating continuance 
o f J'l.re. Thirty- four hours after Lhe 
third steaming ventilator seals were 
removed and an hour a fterwards the 
audible smoke a larm sounded and the 
temperatures In the cotton began to-.At this time this phase of the test 
was terminated and extlngui5bmeot 
accomplIshed by use of co. suppUed by 
low pressure throU8h a portable 1 *­
Inchco.hosellne. Twenty-four hours 
after the first lO.OOOpounds of gas were 
Introduced ventilators were opened 
and relgnltlon occurred. Pour days 
after the second 10.000 pounds of 
CO. were Introduced the hatches were 
opened: remaining so for three hours. 
when they were closed. The status 
quo was maintained for 4 days. On 
the Dlth day the hatches were re­
opened. An hour later nre was ob­
served. Plfty- four bales of cotton 
had been removed at this time and the 
batches were reset and sealed. Plfe 
thousand addltlona] pounds of CO, 
were introduced. Status quo was 
malntaJ.ned for 2 \o!z days. Batches 
were reopened : dlschartl:e of remain­
Ing cargo commenced. One bale with 
two bands missing and the cott.on 
spread open was found to be glowing 
and when removed to lhe atmosphere. 
lIre was observed between the layers 
of cotton a t the open end of the bale. 
Relgnltlon did not occur In any of the 
other remaining bales. 

The foregoing Is not considered 
conclusive enougll to provide an an­
swer as to the eft'ectlveness of steam 
smothering. Additional tests. espe­
cially of a full hold of cotton. are 
Indicated. 

A test Is now underway of an Inert 
gas generator for use In the control 
and extinguishment of nre on board 
ships. The unit Installed on the Pho­
bo.t uses gasoline for fuel. Diesel fuel 
uni ts may be available for future In­
s tallations. The record of these uni ts 
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especially lhose Installed. and used 
under actual battle damage conditions 
on board carriers during the war Is 
Impres.o;lve. The result of this test 
and It& effect upon present practices 
In control and extinguishment of ship 
ftres may prove Interesting. 

Operation Phoba, u n Joint program 
of the Anny, Navy, Ma.rltlme Commls· 
slon and the Coast Guard. It. will 
continue for IIOme time. Final reporLs 
will be published upon completion of 

the tesLs. Because the experiment Is 
not completed, no conclusions are 
drawn In thu paper. 

I t Ls hoped thLs paper will assis t 
In contrlbutlna to the advancement 
of safety of ships when Involved In 
a ftre by fostering a greater scope of 
Interest In Operation Phobos. Much 
of what has been said herein Is not 
new. However. It Is believed advan­
tageous to repeat certain Information 
to awaken new interest and extend Its 

applicaUon. Marked prO(lress has 
been made In nre control practices 
on board vessels in the last 11 years. 
Despite this accomplishment. the tee· 
ord of shlp's ftres convinces us of the 
necessity of conUnually developing 
the art of nre prevention, control and 
extinguishment. on board ships.

DIFFERENCES IN THE VARIOUS RULES OF THE ROAD 

Of interest to all professional s tu· 

dents of the Rules of the Road ill a 
resolution adopted by the Propeller 
Club of the United States at It& an· 
nual convention h eld In New York 
October 15. 16, and 11, 1946 whlch 
read.s as follows: 

"The rules of the road to prevent 
collls ions on the high seas and in the 
various inland waterli of the United 
States are In many respects need­
lessly eUlI'erent : and many of these 
differen ces have for years contributed 
to confusion In the minds of mariners 
whose vessels operate in more than 
one Jurisdiction, oftentimes In a single 
voyage. 

,.A clear understanding and an In­
telUgent observance of the rules of the 
road b conceded to be the surest pre­
ventive of collisions on the high seas. 

"The Propeller Club of the Unlled 
States hereby goes on reeord as fa vor­
Ing the principle of uniformity In the 
rules to prevent collisions on all public 
navigable waters; and further. as fav­

~~;gr:;~:e~tl~I:: ~t! s:t~~~~ 
them Into IJI reement inllOfar a.s such 
agreement seems practicable to the 
various maritime Interests concerned. 

"The Secretary is hereby lnstructed 
to send copies of tbls resolution to a ll 
appropriate parties." 

'Ibb b a resolution which strikes a 
very responsive chord at Coast Guard 
Headquarters where collision cB.5ual­
ties are constantly being Investigated 
which have occurred through viola­
tions of rules of the road. It may 
seem trite to say It. but long Cltperlence 
has proved the truth of the statement 
that the bes t preventive of collls1ona 
Is obedience to the rules of the road. 
It b a fact that with more than 6.000 
colllsiona In the books. fewer than 100. 
or 1 percent . occurred with both ves­
sels obeying the rules. A ease In point 
Is a recent t ragedy on the Mississippi 
River In which 11 lives were lost In a 
crossing collision at night and both 
vessels violated every rule that applied 
to their collision approach. 

The law of collision prevention In 
the United States ha.s proceeded from 
a simple beginning to a complex mass 

of eonnlcting statutes and regulations 
which 'often leave the law-abiding 
mariner In complete bewilderment as 
to what he Is expected to do In a given 
IltuatJon . The original International 
Rules to prevent coll isions were 
adopted In this country April 29, 1864 
and applied on inland waters M well 
as on the hlgh seas throughout. the 
world. 'Ibis act was made Inappllc­
~ble to the high seas In 1890, to the 
Oreat Lakes in 1895, and to our coastal 
Inland waters In 1897 and was suc­
ceeded by other statutes applying In 
the respective waters Indicated . It 
thus remains In effect. as the bastc 
statute only on the rivers whose 
waters flow Into the Oul( of MexiCO. 

In the United States there arc thus. 
In addition to the hlgh &eM, three dis­
tinct Inland water Jurisdictions cov­
ered by statutes. Except. the Inter­
national Rules adopted by the CCn· 
gress In 189'1 as a reliult of the delib­
erations of the International Conter­
ence of 1689. each set ot statutory 
rules Is SUpplemented by pilot rules 
formulated under statutory authority 
by the former Steamboat Inspection 
Service and. since 1942. by the United 
States Coast Ouard. These pUot rules, 
although In IIOme instances older than 
the statute of 1864. may only supple­
ment. but can not. con1llct with. the 
corresponding statute. Special lights 
In addition are prescribed by Army 
Regulations. and the statutory Motor 
Boat. Act of 1940 further complicates 
the requirements with regard to small 
vessels In all t he Inland waters of the 
United Stales. 

A book might be written on the mul_ 
tltudlnow dlfterences that have de­
veloped In the various rules of the 
road In different sections of the United 
States--dlfferences which are the 
more noticeable because In the other 
maritime countries the International 
Rules are followed and. except for 
local harbor regulations. departures 
such as found In our various codes 
are unknown. As one Illus tration of 
what the mariner is up against In 
navigating from one United States 
port to another. consider brleny the 
diffe rences In wh.ls tie signals Involved 

on the high seas and In coastal In­
land waters. 

Prior to the convention of 1889, 
clear weat.ber whlstle signals were 
optional although they had for many 
years been compulsory In Inland 
waters under the various pUot rules. 
The convention of 1889 may be said 
to have gone half way In the matter 
Inasmuch as. In effect. It prescribed 
whistle s ignals when vessels ap­
proached each other c losely enough 
to require a change of course. Ar­
tlele 28. International Rules. requlres 
that wben vessels are In slgbt and 
either makes a proper change In 
course she sound one short blast If 
turning to right, two short blasts If 
turning to the left. The rule further 
prescribes three ahort blasts to indi­
cate that the engines are backing hill 
speed. <Because of the great varia­
tion In full speed astern on different 
vessels and on the same vessel under 
different conditions or steam pressure. 
draft. trim. etc.. this rule has long 
since been modified by the courts to 
mean that the three s.hort-blas t sig­
nal Is required not only at full speed 
but at any speed astern.) Thus It 
follows that on the high seas the one 
or the two short-blast sillnal must be 
blown every time a proper change in 
course Is made with another vessel in 
s ight. If an Insu.mclent change in 
course Is made the nrst time and a 
second chanlle must be made later­
a cause of numerous collisions-the 
whistle signal must be repeated; and 
conversely. there Is no answering 
signal under International Rules. 
The second vessel whist les only If and 
when she likewise changes course. 
To express It somewhat differently. 
there is an Inescapable casual rela­
tion under this rUle between the rud­
der and the whistle s tring: the one­
and tWO-blast slanals are. In fact. 
rudder signals. 

Crossing the line which separates 
high seas from United States coa.'Ital 
Inland watet"' __and the darker the 
night or the fO(lgler the weather the 
more Invisible Is that line-we ftnd a 
very different requirement for clear 
weather whistle signals under Inland 
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and pilot. rules. To gel ~he whole 
pl c~lIre .....e mus~ ellamlne both the in· 
land and the pilot. rules. Article 28. 
Inland Rules. mentions only t.he back· 
down signal of t.hree blas~s and to 
nnd the other required whLstie signals 
we must consult Article 18. Subsec­
tlonll I and Vlll. and the signal sec­
tion of the Pilot Rules. 312.03. These 
are the provlsloru for slgnallng In the 
three respective approaching situa­
tions-meeting. overtaking. and cross­
Ing- and they are further modified 
by two other ruleli . one of Which. In 
fact. divorces the rudder from the 
whistle and requires an exchange of 
whistle Signals regardless of any 
change In course. 

The nrst or' these major dlH'erences 
Is (ound In P ilot Rule 312.3. the ftrst 
paragraph of which read.s as follows: 

"The signals for passing. by the 
blOwing of the .....hlstle. shall be given 
and answered by pilot.:;. In compli­
ance with the rules In this part. not 
only when meeting 'head and head: 
or nearly so. but at all Urnes when t.he 
steam vessels are In Sight or each 
other. when passing or meeting at a 
distance within half a mile of each 
other. and whether passing to the 
starboard or port." 

This rule has been Interpreted to 
mean not lbat steam ve.veIs on In­
land .....aters walt until half a mile 
apart to signal but that they must 
s igna l and answer at a sale dIstance 
whenever It Is apparent that they will 
pass each other a t a ny anille within 
half a mile. When analyzed care­
fully . this is a very neat piece of law 
making. The most dlmcult th1ng to 
prove In any co\u't afler a colllslon 
where signals were not blown Is that 
the vessels did not approach within 
half a mile. The manner who rails 
to whistle In Inland waters Is thus 
self-convicted before he get.:; Into 
cour t. 

The other major dlH'erence between 
!.he signal reqUirement.:; In Inland 
waters and the high 5t'U Is found In 
Article 18. SubsecUon m. and In P ilot 
Rule 312.1. These rules provide that 
whenever a steam vessel Is In doubt as 
to the course or Intention of another. 
IShe shall sound lour or more short 
blasts of the whistle-the danger sig­
nal. Here again the Crull of the rUle 
Is In the word "shall." There 15 no 
more option about the danger signal 
In Inland waters than there Is about 
the one. two. and three short-blast 
slgoals. Like the other signals. the 
danger signal shou1d be blown In a 
timely manner and alnce every col­
liaion In c lear weather Is preceded by 
"Risk of collision." It b well for the 
navigator to remember to blow the 
danger signal before hi' next Inland 
water collision. If It Is his last con­
SCIOW act. 

The two basic diJl:uences mentioned 

in the meaning of whistle s ignals on 
the high seas and Inland waters d­
feet.s the use of these IIlgnals 10 all 
three of the approaching situations­
meeting. c rossing. and overtaklng. 
0;) lh~ high seas It means that In the 
meeting s ituation neither vessel blows 
un l es.~ she changes courlie and. con­
versely either vessel glveli the a ppro­
priate signal as many Umes as She 
changcs course. Under Inland and 
Pilot Rules. on Lhe other hand. both 
vessels whistle whether they are close 
enough to necessitate a change In 
course or not as long as they pft.'iS 
within a half mile (a r ticle 181. 

In the overtaking situation. where 
the side on Which to pass Is optional. 
the' overtaking veSliel on the high seas. 
swinging to the left to c lea r the other. 
blows t wo short blast.s: when after 
pa.sslna clear of the overtaking vessel 
she swings right to return to her 
COUI1ie. she blowli one short blast; the 
overtaken vessel. holding course and 
speed. answers neither signal. Given 
the same situation In Inland waters. 
the overtaking steam vessel blows two 
shor t blasts when changing course 
to the left and this s ignal must be 
answered by the overtaken vessel In 
one of two ways; Either with two short 
blas t.:; Indicating assent. o r with the 
danger signal ' Indlcatlng dl5sent; and 
In the latter case. the overtaking ves­
sel ls forbidden to p9.SS until an agree­
ment Is reached by subsequent ex­
change of signals. When the overtak­
Ing vessel has passed clear. she re­
turns to her o riginal course without 
a second signal. 

In the crossing s ituation on the high 
seas. the holding on steam vessels 
maintains course and speed without 
benefit of any whistle s ignal. while the 
giving way li team vessel s ignals only 
according to change of course to the 
right or left. or a reversal of he r en­
gines. Should such a s ituation develop 
Into one In elltremls. the holding on 
vessel can have no lawful recourse to 
the danier signal. but only to the op­
tional (and wholly InnocuousJ det­
onating silrnaJ offered by article 12. 
Under Inland and Pilot Rules and 
their present Interpretation. on the 
other hand. the situation of two steam 
vessels cros.slng Is handled very dif· 
ferently. Here the holding-on vessel 
Indicates Intention to keep course and 
speed by a short blast to be answered 
by the other vessel ; or the giving way 
vessel may initiate this signal. In­
sLead o( holding on Into the Jaws of 
coll ision . as reqUired on the high seas. 
the giving way vessel Is required by 
Pilot Rule 312.7 to take Immediate 
remedial action whenever there Is a 
miSUnders tanding of signals. and the 
danger signal Is requ.ired as a decla· 
ration of such misunderstanding. 

If space permUted we might point 
out many other Important dlH'erences 

In the rules for the high seas and 
coastal Inland waLen. And i~ must 
be remembered that every vessel pro· 
Cfl!dlng fro m one United Slates port 
to another normally begins her voyage 
under Inland and pilot rules. changes 
to International rules when she gets 
to sea. a nd again changes to Inland 
and plio. rules upon entering her port 
of destlnatlon_ In pUoUng ships be­
tween Puget Sound and Alaskan ports. 
Captain Parwell was accustomed to 15 
or 20 changes In rulCli In a single voy­
age. When we consider the man)' 
other dlH'e rences In fog signals and 
running and anchor lights that no\\' 
tftll the memory or the willing but 
anxious mariner. there is much merit 
to the proposal of the Propeller Club. 

It Is the oft- repeated policy of the 
United States Coast Ouard to Inter­
re re as lIltle as po5.'Ilble with private 
Industry In the maritime fteld . On 
the other hand. It Is the Coast. Ouard's 
well considered rUnction to be as help­
ful as possible In obtaining regu.ia.tion! 
adequate for safety whenever the 
mari time Industry leads the way. It 
Is to be hoped that. notwithstanding 
the occasional necessity or a rule to til 
strictly local conditions. the very prac­
tical Suggestion embodied In the reso­
lution above Quoted will meet. wUh • 
suftlclent Ins istence from marlnen; 
everywhere so that t he Coast Guard 
will be In a position to do lIOmethlns 
about It.

LESSONS FROM CASUALTIES 

SHORTCUTS TO DOOM 

If we were sutHclenlly psychic to 
have premonitions of Impending dan­
ger, we might hcsltale enough to re­
view the s.Itualions we face before tak­
Ing hasty action. Not being thus en­
dOWed, we must take recourse to more 
earthly, and more satisfa ctory, ways 
of avoiding harm by observing t.he 
simple rules of safety. From all sides 
we are bombarded with safety s logans 
"Take time to be safe." "Safety nrst.­
take no chances:' "Be alerl-don' t get 
hurt ," etc., slogans authored by men 
who have spent their lifetimes In t he 
study of accldenLS Rnd thclr pn!ven­
tlon. II some way could be found 
to per.:iUade mB.riners to adopt and 
live up to one of t hese slogans. any 
one, all types of marine casualties 
would take a decided droP. Consider. 
then, the following two cases. Could. 
not t.hese deaths have been prevented 
by !.he observance of one oC those fre­
quently Ignored safew slogans? 

While a Uberty type vessel was In a 
domestic pon.. an A. B. was employed 
In chipping rus t Crom the boat deck of 
the vessel. At about 1455. t.he bos'n 
Imoc.lr:ed the deck. crew olr for coffee. 
At that time the A. B. was about In the 
center of the aCter part. of the boat 
deck.. Instead ol using the ladders, 
one of which was located on el t.her side 
of the boat deck, In descending to the 
mam deck, he crawled over the guard 
rail on !.he after end of the boat deck, 
caught hold of the side raU or the 

ganllway, which lI,'as lashed atbwart­
ships oULSlde or the guardrail on the 
alter cnd or the boat deck. with the 
Intention of jumping from the rail 
and landing on the forward section of 
NO. 4 batch, which was covered. The 
section of the gangway side rail that 
he caught bold of gave way and he lost 
his ba lance and when he landed on the 
forward scctlon or No. 4 hatch he was 
unable to check hill momentum and 
rell Into the No.4 hold of the ves.sel. 
In failing he struck the second 'tween 
deck hatch beam from the forward 
end and landed at the bottom of the 
hold. B e was rushed to a hospital but 
was declared dead upon a rrival. 

The second case happened In a for­
eilln port and Involved a deck-mllln­
tenanee man and a chief engineer who 
had been assigned the task of tying up 
a motorboat, which tbey bad been 
USing, astern or a vessel. Arrange­
ments had been made to pick these 
men up with another boat from a 
nearby dock and to transport them 
ashore. 

While awaiting the boat, the main­
tenance man became Impatient and 
decided to c limb the painter to the 
stem of the vessel. Be succeeded In 
c limbing to the rail but apparently 
could not IIUpport bimself long enough 
to clasp It. Be began s lipping and 
sUd down to wbere the bight of the 
painter leveled orr towards the boat. 
At this point he let go and disappeared 
under the surface and was not seen 
allaln until hill body was recovered 

2 days later. The chief engineer went 
o\'er the side t rying to rescue the 
maintenance man, but was unsucccss­
ful . Evidence presented at the Coast 
Ouard Invcstillation Indicated that the 
maintenance man did not know how to 
swim. 

These cases were chosen a t random 
from our files. Other latalltles have 
resulted from men riding carllO neLS to 
get ashon! and railing onto the dock.5 
and, among oLhers. from failures to 
use properly provided lIangways In 
boarding and departing from vessels . 

It Is pertinent. to mention here that 
masters should n!port deaths not in­
volving casualty to t he vessel on Coast 
Ouard Form 2692. Injuries not fatal 
and not Involving a casualty to the 
vessel should be n!ported on COast 
OUllrd Form 924-E.
